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When it comes to senior pets, early detection is the key. We consider your\pet a
senior at the age of seven. Senior pets can develop diseases similar to people,
such as diabetes, heart disease, thyroid disease, dental disease, kidney disease,
joint disease, vision loss and even cancer. When caring for a senior pet,
preventative care is the key!

Preventative care includes physical exams every six months for seniors, routine
annual bloodwork, urinalysis, an electrocardiograph (EKG) and even radiographs.
All of these test will help your veterinarian establish what is normal (a baseline) for
your pet. A baseline of your pet’s overall health will allow your veterinarian to
detect slight changes in his or her health in the future. Being able to diagnose
any slight changes in your pet’'s health early, could help prevent serious illness to
your pet by allowing the doctor to treat the problem before it worsens.

As a pet owner, you know your pet better than anyone, that includes us. If you
notice any changes in behavior, trouble climbing stairs, stiffness or limping,
drinking more, urinating more often, decreased appetite, weight change, bad
breath, becoming confused or disoriented or even having accidents in the house,
these could be early signs of a possible medical problem. Talking to your
veterinarian about these signs could help diagnose any potential medical
problems your pet may have.

Remember, early detection is the key! Scheduling physical exams every six
months and talking with a veterinarian at Companion Animal Hospital about
changes in your pet’s overall behavior and well being can help you and your pet
spend many more happy and healthy years together.
